Wilmot Historical Society
The Wilmot Historical Society (WHS), established in 1976, works to collect and protect artifacts, documents and photographs relating to the Town of Wilmot. Through its educational programs, the History Room, and special projects the organization endeavors to bring the town’s recent and not-so-recent past to life and to inspire residents to enjoy and treasure Wilmot’s history.

From June through August, the WHS’s History Room is open 10 a.m. to noon the first and last Saturdays of those months. Many artifacts, documents, and photographs from Wilmot’s history are on display in the History Room in the Town Office building. 
In August 2008, during Old Home Day festivities, Margaret Campbell presented the Wilmot Historical Society with documents, photographs and research assembled by her husband, Maxwell Campbell, who passed away in 2006. The documents are contained in a handsome oak trunk acquired by Fred Ogmundson for the purpose.
At the annual meeting in November, members elected Marc Davis, president, Lindy Heim, vice president, Julie Morse, treasurer, and Janet Howe, secretary. At-large board members are Nola Aldrich, Rosanna Dude, Elizabeth Kirby, Fred Ogmundson, and Barbara Sandborn. The organization thanks Don Novak, Mary Jane Ogmundson and Anne Rowe for their work on the board. During 2008, Marc Davis, Lindy Heim, and Janet Howe worked to update the Historical Society’s by laws. By unanimous vote, these changes were approved at the annual meeting.
