· Timber Yield tax for Map 011 Lot 002 Perras Lumber (approved)
· Intent to Excavate for Map 011 Lot 065 on Campground Road (approved)

· Application to rent the town hall (approved)

· UVLSRPC's agreement for Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day was approved by the Board.  The collection day will be held at the Sunapee highway department on August 22nd.

· The Board renewed an excavation pit agreement for a period of one year for Pacillo/Smith on campground road.  Agreement remains the same as last year.

· The Board received applications for a sign permit and a business permit for "Kayak Country" for 27 Kearsarge Valley Road (owned by Ridgecreek Properties LLC).  The proposed business has to apply for a Site Plan Review from the Planning Board.  The applications for the business permit and sign permit will be held until a decision has been rendered by the Planning Board.

· The Board approved an exemption application for Map 013  Lot 020 

· General discussion took place over obtaining quotes for the site work to be done at the new highway garage.  Lorrie Sliter from the building committee dropped off a copy of what they had prepared at the office.  The Board decided to hold this item until further work had been done on the wording and how best to present the bid package.  Also, DES wetlands sent a letter requesting more information for the Dredge & Fill permit. Angela has forwarded the information to Charles Thompson who has been working on the permit with Pierre Bedard.

· Selectman Long updated the Board on his various discussions regarding the transfer station, more specifically the location of the old land fill and its boundaries.  He also stated that he had talked with Richard Lee about the "pay as you throw" program. Mr. Lee indicated that there would be a need for a second compactor if this route were chosen in the future.  Briefly discussed was the placement of the gate at the new entrance, noting that it needs to be placed far enough back to allow trucks to pull off Rt 11 completely before unlocking the gate.
Correspondence:

· The Board reviewed a proposed lease agreement for the Fire Department from Atty. Mark Puffer along with verbiage for ratification of the activities of the Fire Dept as being the activities of the Town for the purposes of liability insurance.  No action taken on this item at this time.
· Tom Kraeger submitted his resignation as Town Moderator as he is moving out of the country.  

· Response letter from No. Wilmot Road resident regarding zoning violation.
No other business came before the Board.  The Meeting adjourned at 6:35 pm.
