MEETING MINUTES

WILMOT BOARD OF SELECTMEN

May 20, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 4:30 with Chairwoman Huntoon, Selectman Pelletier, Selectman Long and the Administrative Assistant in attendance. 
The Minutes and weekly Manifests were reviewed and signed by the Board. 

Appointments:

Mr. Joe Conway, chairman of the school budget committee, met with the Board regarding a vacant seat (Wilmot) on the SAU's budget committee.  He stated that there were a lot of important issues coming up within the next year and feels participation from every town is necessary.  Mr. Conway will place an ad in the newspaper stating there is a vacancy and interested parties should contact him rather than the SAU office.

Mr. Russ Jewell and Mr. Scott Palmer met with the Board to discuss a proposal to install playground equipment at the rec/baseball field on Pine Hill Road.  Mr. Jewell stated that he had called several companies and searched on the web to find the best prices available.  There has been some site preparation work done and several community members have made donations of materials to the project. Mary Kay stated that she would like to see more people on the committee, to which both Mr. Jewell and Mr. Palmer responded that there are more people getting involved and participating in this project. Later in the meeting, the Board discussed this item and approved the purchase of the playground equipment at the quoted price of $13,531.00 delivered and installed. Colors chosen were forest green/brownstone/sand.  Funds for this project will be transferred from the capital reserve fund (recreation field account).
The highway building committee met jointly with the Board of Selectmen. Two representatives from Osgood Construction were present to discuss a revised building/cost for the proposed highway garage.  Lorrie Sliter stated that they had been invited back in to make sure that everyone was making "apples to apples comparisons" on the information provided by the construction companies.  Several items discussed included: gas instead of oil for heat (Osgood felt that it was a wash and wouldn't make a difference in the bottom line), site work, bonding vs. letter of credit, proposed time line for construction, weekly meetings on-site to discuss work as it progresses, change orders (cost of time/materials), warranty items, snow load for building, etc.  The building committee continued its meeting while the Board met separately to continue with their weekly meeting. After discussion, the building committee made a recommendation of Osgood Construction for the project. Each member of the committee gave his/her reasoning behind their decision. The committee will put together a summary of their recommendation and the people who want to continue being a part of the overall project. Site/earth work was discussed between the Board and the committee. It was noted that the quote given by Clarke & Company was lower than the price quoted from Osgood; however, it did not include all of the same items. Three members of the building committee will meet with Ken Clarke to walk the site before next week's meeting. The Board decided to award the building contract to Osgood Construction Company. Still to be determined: Site/Earth work & plumbing.  The Board will meet with Ken Clarke and Osgood at next week's meeting for additional information. The Board thanked each committee member for their hard work and hours given on behalf of the Town of Wilmot.

· The office received a complaint (phone call) regarding a possible zoning violation on Village Road.  The Board reviewed previous correspondence/replies and determined there no changes have been made.

· Mr. Eugene Fiset resigned his position as trustee of the trust funds.  The Board agreed to appoint Joanne Franklin to fill the vacancy.

· The Board reviewed a draft letter from Selectman Pelletier to Mr. Walker
