MEETING MINUTES

WILMOT BOARD OF SELECTMEN

June 3, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 with Chairwoman Huntoon, Selectman Pelletier, Selectman Long and the Administrative Assistant in attendance. 
The Minutes and weekly Manifests were reviewed and signed by the Board. 

Appointments:

· The Board met with Dr. Beth Palmer and Police Chief White to discuss the policy on stray animals in Wilmot.  The Board has agreed to pay the costs of boarding the animals for a maximum of five days, with no additional payment authorized for medical procedures or medications.  Dr. Palmer stated that in the past, she has not billed the Town for the strays that have come to her clinic and if the owner is not found or the animal claimed within a reasonable amount of time, she cares for the dog until she can find a suitable new home.  Chief White confirmed the fact that the State Police will not respond to animal complaints when they are called (when he is not available).  Chief White will make arrangements with Dr. Palmer on getting a new key.
· Mr. John Schlosser, owner of Kayak Country, met with the Board to discuss approval of his business and sign permits.  He explained that his business was approved by the Planning Board after discussion of his Site Plan Review.  Mr. Fritz Giddings, Planning Board Chair, stated that although it wasn't discussed in detail, the PB had approved one sign in the old location and non-illuminated.  Selectman Long asked several questions about the sign and it's location.  Mr. Schlosser stated that it was a double-sided sign which would be placed facing Rt 11 and the parking lot. He did not think that it would fit on the existing posts, but it would be placed in the same location. A second sign (listing hours of operation) is to be removed as only one sign was approved. Mr. Giddings also stated that a condition of the Site Plan Approval was that there is to be no parking on either side of Kearsarge Valley Road from Rt 11 to the bridge, per recommendation of the Police Chief.  A public hearing for the posting of the "no parking" signs is scheduled for next week's regular Board meeting.
· Mr. Giddings met with the Board to give them an update on the Planning Board's decision for the revocation of the 2004 Site Plan Review filed by Scott's Yard Care of New London.  He explained there is a 30-day appeal period once the revocation has been noticed.  He also stated that the Planning Board is working on making updates to the table of uses currently in the Zoning Ordinance. Peter D from the UVLSRPC is working on this for the Planning Board.

· The Board met with Osgood Construction Co. representative Brian Desmarais to further discuss plans for the highway garage.  He presented the Board with a new set of tentative plans which includes the interior layout and more detail than previous plan.  Fire Chief Rick Gauthier was present for part of the discussion.  When asked if the building would need sprinklers, he responded by saying that code doesn't "require" systems, but it is always a good idea to have them for fire suppression.  He added it is his understanding that it has not been included in the budget for the building, to which the Board agreed that it had not been.  Mr. Desmarais discussed two draft proposals with the Board.  They will be forwarded to Atty. Mark Puffer for review.  The first proposal is for the building and the second is for the interior finish.  Mr. Desmarais explained the breakdown of the billing which includes monthly progress billing.  He will return next week with some of the additional requested information.

· Mr. Don Lucas, on behalf of the snowmobile club, met briefly with the Board concerning the dual usage of the seasonal Class V roads in Wilmot.  He explained there had been some difficulties in maintaining the trail on Piper Pond Road due to the way it was plowed, but they are appreciative of the cooperation of the Town in allowing access to all of the roads.  The Board will work in cooperation with the Planning Board in finding an agreeable solution when the owners come in with their re-subdivision or alternate plans.
