MEETING MINUTES

WILMOT BOARD OF SELECTMEN

August 19, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 with Chairwoman Huntoon, Selectman Pelletier, Selectman Long and the Administrative Assistant in attendance. 
The Minutes and weekly Manifests were reviewed and signed by the Board. 

Appointments:

· 5:00 pm -- The Board met with Town Treasurer Gayle Irick who requested Board approval to purchase a new grill for the Bandstand.  She explained that they would like to have a larger grill to accommodate the number of hamburgers and hot dogs they are serving at the bandstand concerts.  Selectman Long suggested that she look at a local business who sells such grills and perhaps would be at a lower cost.  After a brief discussion, the Board approved the purchase of the new grill, which will be paid for out of the monies raised at the bandstand events.  The old grill is still serviceable and will be given to the highway garage.
· Mr. Doug Sweet met briefly with the Board, updating them on the research being done on the width of Piper Pond Road.  He reported that they have found the information for most of the road, but are still missing the piece from Hannah Hill Road to the town line.  They would like permission from the BOS to have their researcher work with Rhonda to search the vault for town reports/records from the early 1800's.  The Board advised him to set up a time with the Town Clerk/Tax Collector to review the information.  Also, they briefly discussed the proposed turnouts on Piper Pond Road.  The Board advised Mr. Sweet that the turnouts must be approved by the Board of Selectmen, as roadways are regulated under their authority.  They also noted that they would like them to get recommendations from the Fire Chief regarding access for emergency vehicles.
Discussion Items:

· State electrical inspector had contacted Selectman Pelletier about a complaint he had received regarding an unfinished house in Wilmot.  After discussion, the Board agreed to consult legal counsel on how best to proceed.
· The Board reviewed an email from Atty. Puffer regarding seasonal roads, building on seasonal roads and the Board's authority for regulation of Town-owned roads.

· Selectman Long updated everyone on the progress on the highway garage and the transfer station.

· Dept. of Labor did a walk-through inspection on Tuesday.  A report of findings will be sent in the mail by the inspector.  Angela will check with Primex on requirements discussed.
No other business came before the Board.  The Meeting adjourned at 6:30 pm.
