MEETING MINUTES

WILMOT BOARD OF SELECTMEN

July 14, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm with Chairman Long, Selectwoman Huntoon, Selectman Brodich and the Administrative Assistant in attendance.

· Manifests were reviewed and signed by the Board.

Appointments:

· Romeo Dubreuil – The Code Enforcement Officer met with the Board to discuss several properties with campers that appear to be used on a seasonal basis.  He has researched the three properties on Tewksbury Road with campers. He will be sending letters next Wednesday to the owners in regards to their campers being used without water or septic.  According to the Wilmot Zoning Ordinance, on-site campers may be used as a seasonal residence; however, the sanitary provisions speak to the need of sewage being disposed of in only a state-approved septic tank.  

·  Building permit application for property on NH Rt 4A. Conservation Commission Chairman Brian Faughnan has submitted a letter of recommendation to the Board. The letter states that CC would recommend the BOS observe the section of the Zoning Ordinance that requires disposal of all septage in a tank. Selectman Brodich relayed the discussion from the Conservation Commission regarding the transport of the gray water from the temporary structure to the dry well.  Debate took place over septic requirements, gray water, waste matter and what the definitions are within the zoning ordinance and the State regulations. Discussion took place over possibly building a basement with a walkout, capping it off and then building the second level at a future date. The applicants will amend their proposal and bring it back to the Board for approval.
· Blanc & Bailey Construction – on behalf of the Wilmot Baptist Church – application for a building permit for an addition to the existing church. The addition will be to the rear of the church (toward cemetery).  It will be no wider than the church, nor any higher than the exiting structure.  There will be a lift-system installed so that it can assist any handicapped persons from the lower level up into the main structure (will change the existing stairwell). Bathrooms will be replaced with new and an additional bathroom added to the upstairs. It will improve handicapped access, fire response, now have a better area for parking (not expanded, but re-aligned for straighter parking).  The Board asked that the following condition be included in the permit for construction:
CONDITION – letter from Pierre Bedard (septic designer) confirming addition of 3rd bathroom will not affect septic design.  (Written on approval page of application.)
· Fritz Giddings – would like to talk to Board about the letter the Selectmen had sent to all Boards which requested a courtesy notification to other boards above and beyond the statutory requirements for “public notice”.  Discussion took place over the Board’s request to have any complaints/request for actions be made by vote of the majority of the Board rather than one person making a verbal request on behalf of an entire board.  
· A resident wanted to talk to Board regarding her property on Howe Road.
· A property owner reported to the Board he was not happy with the way the assessing company had sent out the notification letters and his phone conversation with one of their employees. Angela will follow up with the assessor to make sure his concerns are addressed.
· A concerned citizen wanted to let the Board know that she felt the Dept of Labor order for the safety glass on the doors was ridiculous. A brief discussion also took place over the definitions contained in the Zoning Ordinance for accessory dwelling units.
Discussion & Signature Items:
· Building permit for Map 004 Lot 017– applicants will bring back an amended version
· Building permit for Map 016 Lot 009 – approved with condition
· Building permit for Map 011 Lot 055-0003  have not received PUC information (hold until complete)
· Application for rental of town hall by WCA for holiday craft fair – HOLD FOR NOW – Discussion about cost of heat, prior decision to not rent out during winter months, etc.
· Discussion regarding notice of court hearing – Question of notifying other boards of court dates.  It was decided that all notices for court hearings should be forwarded to other boards as once it is filed with the Court, it becomes a matter of public record.
· Abatement application – Map 013 Lot 028-0002– assessor recommends lowering assessment small amount, sent clarification of “super” in previous letter to Board.  Approved by Board – 
· Cease & Desist property in non-compliance– The Board would like Atty Puffer to send a letter to the property owner and to go ahead and file with the Court as the Cease & Desist order has been ignored and the thirty day time frame has elapsed.
