MEETING MINUTES

WILMOT BOARD OF SELECTMEN

July 7, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm with Chairman Long, Selectwoman Huntoon, Selectman Brodich and the Administrative Assistant in attendance.

Appointments:

· Code Enforcement Officer:  Code Officer Romeo Dubruille met with the Board to discuss several items.  The Board first discussed a pending application for a building permit to construct a temporary living space. Concern was voiced over the lack of a septic plan, use of a dry well some distance from the structure, along with a stream running through the middle of the property. Fritz suggested Habitat For Humanity as a solution, which may help with the water/sewer situation. Romeo reported that he had visited the properties on Tewksbury Road and had left letters at the sites regarding the use of campers.  He also reported that he is still reviewing the Ragged Mountain development and the issue with New Canada Road.  The Board is concerned with the impact on Wilmot, along with the costs associated with the upgrading of the road and the obligation of the Town to maintain the road once it has been improved.
· Bandstand Committee:  Mrs. Connie Aldrich met with the Board on behalf of the Bandstand Committee.  She reported that Ed Weaver was on vacation and that Rhonda Gauthier had recently resigned her position on the committee.  Discussion took place over the selling of food by outside groups (currently both the Ladies Aid Society and Wilmot Community Association are scheduled for food sales).  Mary Kay explained that the food money was always going back into the bandstand account to help offset the cost of the music; however, with so few people on the committee, it is impossible for a few people to keep it going.  The Board asked that Connie draft an ad for the local paper asking for people to join the bandstand committee.  On a side note, the Board was asked about holding an open house for the Highway Garage.  It was decided to wait until after the paving has been done.  Connie will double check with Tim on when he anticipates it to be finished.
· Mr. James Morgan met with the board to discuss a property on Howe Road. Several options were discussed.
· Fire Chief Doug Rayno:  Chief Rayno announced that there would be a reception for the EMS responders involved in a recent call.  He reported that the responders are credited with saving a person’s life.  Chief Rayno invited the Board to attend the event on Thursday, July 29th. It will be hosted by the American Red Cross and New London Hospital.  The Chief also provided his signoff on a proposed subdivision.  He stated that he has approached the Planning Board with his desire to incorporate some type of impact fee or other way to minimize the cumulative effect of the minor subdivisions.  “It’s ridiculous to ask every 3-lot subdivision to install a 30K gallon cistern, but when you look at a small subdivision here, another one next to it a year later and then another one across the road it all adds up.  It increases the demands on the Police and Fire Departments.” He added that the situation needs to be addressed sooner rather than later.
Discussion/Signature Items:
· Warrant for collection of civil forfeitures of unlicensed dogs was signed by the Board.
· Addendum to building permit application for Map 004 Lot 017.  The applicants have supplied additional information as requested by the Board.  They will be attending next week’s meeting to further discuss the application.

· The Board reviewed a building permit application for a single-family house to be constructed at Map 011 Lot 055-0003.  The Board questioned the PUC permit approval number, as the cover letter was dated from 2002 and the plans for the house were dated in 2010.  The Board asked Angela to contact the building/applicant to get a copy of the PUC approval sheet instead of just the cover letter.
· The Board discussed the V-Plow at the highway garage.  It was decided to have a town seal on one side and “Wilmot Highway Garage” on the other.  

· Doug will also follow up on the work proposed for Chief White’s Office.
