MEETING MINUTES

WILMOT BOARD OF SELECTMEN

October 20, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm with Chairman Long, Selectwoman Huntoon, Selectman Brodich and the Administrative Assistant in attendance.

Appointments:

· Code Enforcement Officer:  Code Officer Romeo Dubruille presented the Board with a copy of a memo he had prepared for the Planning Board.  The memo included recommendations to adopting wetland protections and incorporating it into the Zoning Ordinance.  He stated that the current Zoning Ordinance should be updated in several areas to be more reflective of the Wilmot Master Plan.  “It is a tool and a resource that needs to be incorporated into our Zoning.”  He also felt that there should be set-backs for driveways (currently a driveway can be placed up to the lot line).
Mr. Dubreuil also asked for a review and an update on his duties/position.  “We need to look at how it should be adjusted to meet the current need and what will be needed going forward (from this point).”  Selectwoman Huntoon stated that a member of the Conservation Commission used to attend the monthly Planning Board meetings, but as of late, no one has been at the meetings lately.  Selectman Brodich stated that the Conservation Commission has been very appreciative that Romeo had reached out to them (concerning wetlands).  Romeo asked for some delineation and specifics from the Board; “What things are working and what things aren’t? This is a new position and there are some areas that need to be adjusted and more defined in some areas.”  Mary Kay asked for a list from Romeo on some of the projects he has done, what he’s currently and what he feels need to be done.  Chairman Long added that the position was originally funded for eight hours a week for the first six months, and then down to four hours a week for the remaining six months.  He asked if it were time to go down to the four hours a week, or if there were on-going items that needed more time.  Romeo will be compiling a list of current projects as well as items completed in the past six months.  He requested a written review from the Board so that it may be placed in his employee file.
Discussion/Signature Items:

· The Board reviewed the non-public, sealed minutes from previous meetings.  Some were to remain sealed (pending items).  The Board decided to release the non-public minutes.  Motion by Nicholas Brodich to release the following non-public minutes:  07-25-07, 07-30-08, 08-01-07, 10-17-07, 04-23-08, 05-28-08, 06-09-08, 11-19-08 and 03-11-09; motion was seconded by Mary Kay Huntoon.  Vote was 3-0 to release the non-public minutes of the above-noted dates.
· Angela reported that the furnace/boiler at the highway garage isn’t working.  She contacted Brian at Osgood Construction, but he is away on vacation and will not be contacting Tim until next Monday.  The Board suggested calling their office and speaking with their manager.
· Discussion took place about the revaluation numbers.  We are still waiting for Cross Country to make some necessary changes and for DRA to certify the values.  Angela will contact Greg Heyn for a status update.  It is her understanding that Jeff Earls was to meet with DRA at the end of this week regarding the revaluation.
