MEETING MINUTES
WILMOT BOARD OF SELECTMEN
February 3, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 5:00pm with Chairwoman Huntoon, Selectman Long, Selectman Brodich and the Administrative Assistant in attendance. 
The weekly Manifests and Minutes (1-27-10) were approved and signed. Discussion took place over the outstanding balance due to Osgood Construction.  The original check was voided and was replaced with a different amount (still outstanding items to be corrected/finished).  The Board noted that the balance would be paid once everything on the punch list had been completed.
Appointments
· Ms. Marie Pacetta met with the Board to discuss the status of her property on Village Road.  She stated that she had met all of the requirements previously discussed with the Selectmen by removing the stoves and gas lines to them.  She added that the main part of the house was back to being a 3 bedroom, 2 bath with one rental apartment of 1 bedroom, 1 bath.  The property is to be reviewed by the assessor who will make the necessary changes to the assessment card (to be effective for the 2010 tax year which begins April 1st).
· Mr. Fritz Giddings, Planning Board Chairman, met with the Board to discuss the appointment of alternates to the Planning Board.  He voiced his concerns that the BOS had appointed an alternate without approval or input from the Planning Board.  Chairwoman Huntoon stated the Board had appointed previous alternates from people expressing interest in the position.  A brief discussion ensued over qualifications and/or experience and the attendance of alternates at meetings.  Mr. Giddings wished to go "on record" that he doesn't feel it is a good policy to appoint members or alternates without input from the entire Planning Board.

· Ms. Monica Banerjee met with the Board and Fire Chief Rayno regarding access to her property to measure the overall height of the structure.  Discussion took place over how to properly measure the highest part of the building.  She stated that she would drop a tape measure from the highest balcony, but would not allow inside access to her property.  Selectman Brodich stated that he would ask her permission to measure the actual height of her building rather than to continue debate and speculation on what could possibly happen.  Ms. Banerjee stated that she would consult with her attorney before answering.  Both the Board and Chief Rayno stressed that their primary concern was for both her as the property owner and for any fire fighters if they were responding to a fire at the property.

Discussion/Signature Items:

· 2010 warrant articles -- final review
· final punch list for highway garage items

· weekly employee timesheets (revise policy -- draft for next week's meeting)

· Angela announced she had attended a workshop this afternoon at Primex in Concord.  Wilmot's Joint Loss Safety Committee has $716 in grant money available from Primex to use for either purchase of safety equipment (prevention) or hold training classes (education).  The money is part of an incentive program to help reduce injuries in the workplace and to make safety awareness a priority.
· County Corrections work program -- this is a free service offered by the Merrimack County department of corrections.  Angela will contact the program supervisor to see if Wilmot can get on their schedule for this summer. One possible project would be to scrape/paint the Town Office Building.

· Mary Kay stated that there had been several problems over the past weekend at the Town Hall and felt that the Board should take a look at the policy of renting out the Town Hall for private functions.  The hall area is not insulated and usually not heated during the winter months (the exception being voting, Annual Town Meeting, etc.). She added that the town is losing money when the heat is on for two days and only getting a small rental fee.  The Board noted there are other options available in the immediate area (WCA building, Masonic Lodge in Elkins, and several venues in New London).  Motion by Nick Brodick to not approve rentals of the Town Hall during the winter months for the above-stated reasons; second by Doug Long; vote was unanimous.
· The Board asked Angela to research the past warrant articles relative to employee insurance.

· Nick   will contact Michelle Clark at the Dept. of Revenue Admin to see if the library budget should be a part of the town's budget or as a separate warrant article.

· Mary Kay reported on the meeting she and Atty Mark Puffer had attended at the NH Dept. of Labor.  They are unwilling to budge on putting up some sort of safety glass or plexi-glass on the two doors to the Town Clerk's office and the Selectmen's office.  Both Mary Kay and Mark agreed that it was more cost-effective to install the doors rather than get involved in a legal battle over the issue.  Several possible options were discussed. Doug Long will look into the cost of fabricating two half-doors with safety glass and some type of pass-through for paperwork.  Selectwoman Huntoon stated we had been given until the end of March to comply.
No further business came before the Board. 
The meeting adjourned at 7:57pm.
