MEETING MINUTES
WILMOT BOARD OF SELECTMEN
February 10, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 5:00pm with Chairwoman Huntoon, Selectman Long and the Administrative Assistant in attendance. Selectman Brodich was absent from the meeting.
The weekly Manifests and Minutes were approved and signed.
Appointments
· Mr. Brian Faughnan, chairman of the Wilmot Conservation Commission, met with the Board to discuss the submitted warrant article. He reported the commission currently has approximately $30,000 in available funds, adding that it is not a huge sum of money and probably (they) won't be able to purchase any land.  Mr. Faughnan stated that a more likely scenario would be to assist land owners or land trusts in securing a conservation easement.  If the proposed warrant article is approved at Town Meeting, the Conservation Commission would hold a public hearing on any proposals.  He noted that any expenditure of $1,000 or more requires a public hearing (as approved at the 2006 Town Meeting). When discussing if the money could be used in other towns, Mr. Faughnan pointed out that it would require adoption of one of the sub-provisions of  RSA 36-A:4.  The Wilmot Conservation Commission has decided against adopting that provision, and therefore, all of the money used would stay within the Wilmot Community with the exception of a possible scenario of helping to protect a watershed area (which may or may not be totally within the boundaries of Wilmot).
· Ms. Dee Sergeson met with the Board to request a link be added to the Town Website for "Adventures in Learning" which is a program hosted by Colby Sawyer College.  The Board asked for a week to review the material and make a decision.
