MEETING MINUTES
WILMOT BOARD OF SELECTMEN
March 17, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 5:00pm with Chairwoman Huntoon, Selectman Brodich, Selectman Long and the Administrative Assistant in attendance. 
Motion by Mary Kay to appoint Doug Long as Board Chairman; motion was seconded by Nicholas Brodich; vote was unanimous.  Selectman Long assumed the chairmanship of the Board.

Appointments
· Road Agent Tim Martin requested the Board extend the April 1st deadline for taking the vacation time left over from last year.  He explained that they were short at least one crew member for the majority of the summer and it had been a busy winter.  Tim added that he will attempt to take it within the next two weeks, but would ask that the Board extend the time to the beginning of May.  Motion by Mary Kay Huntoon to extend the deadline (for taking his 2009 vacation time) until May 1st; seconded by Nicholas Brodich; the vote was unanimous to approve an extension until 05/01/10.  The Board added that if it were not used by that time, he would lose any of 2009's unused vacation time.
· The Board reviewed two quotes for new medium duty pickup trucks for the highway department. Discussion took place over the need for a plow as well as the price included in the quotes.  The larger plow truck has been ordered at Reeds. The Board discussed the benefits of taking the old truck to the State auction vs. getting a straight trade in allowance for it when purchasing the new one.  Tim will come back next week with some additional quotes (Ford vs. Chevy or GMC) to see if there is a substantial difference in prices.

· Mr. Fritz Giddings addressed the Board with his concerns regarding the ZBA hearing which was held the previous night.  He also stated that he would strongly urge the BOS to require all newly appointed Planning Board and ZBA members take the yearly class offered by NH OEP.  He felt that the training and materials would be a large benefit to both the PB/ZBA members as well as the overall efficiency of their public hearings.  Mr. Giddings also stated that he would like the Planning Board and ZBA chairmen to be involved in the hiring process of the Code Enforcement Position.  Chairman Giddings also informed the Board that the Planning Board would like to host a workshop in the future concerning steep slopes, development of conservation zones, etc. and would like to invite participation from the Conservation Commission, the Police and Fire Departments as well as the Road Agent.

Discussion/Signature Items:

· Motion by Mary Kay Huntoon to reappoint Fritz Giddings and Lorrie Sliter to the Planning Board for 3 year terms; motion was seconded by Nicholas Brodich; vote was 3-0 to approve.
· Motion by Mary Kay Huntoon to reappoint Dick Dumais and Pat Brown to the ZBA for 3 year terms; seconded by Nicholas Brodich; vote was unanimous to approve.
· Motion by Mary Kay Huntoon to reappoint Brian Faughnan to the Conservation Commission for a 3 year term, to appoint Linda Schmidt as a full member of the Commission for a 3 year term and to appoint _____MacDonald as an alternate member for a 3 year term; motion was seconded by Nicholas Brodich; vote was 3-0 to approve the appointments.
· The Board decided on the following:  Planning Board rep will be Mary Kay and Nick will be the Conservation Commission rep for the upcoming year.
· Ads for the Code Enforcement position and the secretary/bookkeeper will be put in the newspapers (Intertown, Valley News) as well as the LGC website, our website and NH Employment Security.
· A brief discussion took place over the property on Granite Hill Road.  The Board will invite Chief Rayno in for next week's meeting to discuss possible options.
· Discussion took place over a property on No. Wilmot Road.  Atty Puffer has recommended that the Town bring forward the previous court order.  Motion by Mary Kay Huntoon to move forward with the court order as suggested by Atty. Puffer; seconded by Nick Brodich; vote was unanimous.  Chairman Long will contact him regarding this matter.
· The Board reviewed a proposed wording change to the personnel policy regarding the use of time cards.  Motion by Mary Kay Huntoon to make the policy change effective 04/01/10; seconded by Nick Brodich; vote was 3-0 to approve.
· The Board approved a driveway permit application for Scotts Yard Care LLC (map 11 lot 44-1). It was noted that the Road Agent has recommended that a sign be placed requiring trucks to turn right out of the driveway.
