· The Board of Selectmen met with Atty. Susan Hankin-Burke who represents Mr. Scott Ellison (Scott's Yard Care LLC).  Atty. Hankin-Burke reported to the Board that the stock-piled material (sand/loam/gravel) placed on lot #12 is for reclamation work on the original lot and no business is being conducted from there.  She indicated there had been some materials and vehicles from the original lot which had migrated there, but after having a discussion with her client, those items have been removed and put back on lot #1. She also reported that the reclamation work is done, but the project is not high on DES's priority list, so they have not been out to inspect the work and sign off on it.
