MEETING MINUTES
WILMOT BOARD OF SELECTMEN
April 21, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 5:00pm with Chairman Long, Selectwoman Huntoon, Selectman Brodich and the Administrative Assistant in attendance. 
Appointments
· The Board of Selectmen met with Dr. Emerson Colby and discussed several items.  Dr. Colby gave the Board copies of a proposed letter to State Representative Robert Foose, which invited him to meet with the Board and citizens of Wilmot during a Selectboard meeting in May.  The Board requested that the letter not be sent if it contained the wording "on behalf of the Wilmot Board of Selectmen" but had no objection should he send it as a private citizen of Wilmot.  Dr. Colby stated that 14% of our property taxes go to the State and he would like an accounting of where the money goes.  Several other issues were briefly discussed and included:
· RSA 91-A:3 (Right to Know Law) and what it says about asking permission to tape meetings of a governmental body.

· Town Counsel -- does the Board of Selectmen interview them before agreeing to use them as the Town's attorney and if records of them are kept?

· Communication between boards and the public is extremely important.

· ZBA meeting schedule and why do they meet only twice per year

· New Code Enforcement position -- thinks it would be a good idea to review position in six months or so.
· Ms. Marie Pacetta met briefly with the Board to discuss the assessor visiting her property for changes to her property assessment card.  Angela will contact the assessor and make sure an appointment is set up as soon as possible.

· ZBA Chairman Dick Dumais met with the Board to discuss the scheduling of a public hearing on an appeal filed with the ZBA.  Discussion ensued on proper number of copies, the Chairman's discretion on hearing or not hearing applications, etc. The hearing is scheduled for next Tuesday, April 27th.

· Dr. Craig Heim met with the Board to discuss concerns regarding a property which may possibly be contaminating wetlands.  He will coordinate with Chief White and they will visit the property and take pictures to document the situation.

Discussion/Signature Items:

· Final invoice/payments for site work/order changes.
· Building permit application for Map 15 lot 13 for a carport -- application was referred to the Code Enforcement Officer for follow up.

· Building permit application for Map 13 lot 39 -- replace windows/siding

· Driveway permit application for Map 10 Lot 11 -- recommended for approval by Road Agent.  Application was held for clarification on location from boundary line.

· Gravel Yield tax for Map 11 Lots 64 & 65

· Timber Tax for Map 007 Lot 007  &  Map 007 Lot 005

· Intent to Cut for Map 001 Lot 022

· Intent to Excavate for Map 011 Lot 064 & Map 011 Lot 065

· Angela requested permission to order a pet station (clean up bags) for the gazebo area -- ok'd by BOS.

· Selectmen Long will work on putting together a set of specs for renovations to Chief White's office (to make it more secure/soundproof) so that it can go out to bid.
