Appointments
· The Board of Selectmen met with Road Agent Tim Martin. Discussion took place over the riding lawn mower.  Tim reported that it had been only a light duty (household) model and was not designed to stand up to commercial use.  Doug Long will look into the cost of a commercial model and get back to him.
· Mr. Ward French met with the Board regarding the petition for pole license for Piper Pond Road.  He suggested that his client indemnify the Town against possible placement of the poles outside the ROW.  Angela will forward the issue to Atty. Puffer.

· The Board met with Ms. Alice Chandler Welfare Director concerning several on-going cases.

· Mr. Ken Miller and Mr. Aage Jonsen met with the Board to discuss their concerns regarding a property in their subdivision.  They stated that the structure had never been approved by their architectural committee prior to it being built and there is a one-year time limit for construction (according to the covenants in the deeds).  It was reported that they have filed a statement of covenant violations with the Merrimack County Registry of Deeds, but have not filed suit in court.  The Board advised them that it was a civil matter between the property owner and the home owners association.  Discussion also took place over renewal of building permits. Selectman Brodich stated that our current building requirements did not have any specific limits on how many times an owner can renew a permit.
· Mr. Romeo Dubruille, Code Enforcement Officer, met with the board and reviewed several properties with the Board in regards to Zoning Ordinance violations and building permits.  Discussion took place over the use of complaint forms and written complaints vs. verbal complaints.  It was decided to take action only on complaints in written form.
