· Representatives from the Kearsarge-Sunapee Area Habitat for Humanity met briefly with the Board regarding their application for a building permit.  They are proposing to construct a single-family home on their property on Campground Road.  The applicants also requested that the Board of Selectmen refund the $75 building application fee, as it has been waived in the past (due to their non-profit status).  The Board agreed to this request.

· Rhonda Gauthier, Town Clerk/Tax Collector, spoke with the Board about a tax lien from 1974.  In her research, she discovered that a property was tax-deeded to the town and then apparently redeemed at a later date.  She stated that there are several items missing from the back and forth, and she has researched all of the available town records. However, there doesn't appear to be a deed recorded from the Town back to the property owner, nor a copy of the redemption of the original tax lien. Selectwoman Huntoon advised that the Selectmen would have to deed the property from the Town back to the current owners to clear the title.

· Selectman Long reported to the Board on the quotes for mowing the town properties.  Some discussion took place over what each quote included (does it include weed whacking, raking, and/or spring clean up).  The Board agreed to let Chairman Long make the final decision on which would be more cost-effective.
· The Board briefly discussed the current "complaint form" and decided that it does fit the need.  Angela will order a hanger to go on the wall, so they will be more visible and available to the general public. It was agreed to pursue only those complaints placed in writing, but the name/contact information does not necessarily have to be completed.
