NHDES – Wetland Permit #2011-02060 for M1 L18 (Barnes), Old North Wilmot Road, approved project subject to conditions, no action required of WCC


NHTOA – brochures and other literature


NHDES – Shoreland Impact Permit #2011-01934 for M8 L21 (NH Fish & Game), to impact 12,268 sq ft to reconstruct gravel parking lot, footpath, and install boat launch, and construct a plunge pool and level spreader on Eagle Pond, subject to conditions, no action required of WCC


NHDES – Wetlands and Non-Site Specific Permit #2011-01935, M8 L21 (NH Fish & Game), to impact 124 sq ft of bank and 61 sq ft of pond bed to construct a 9’x22’ boat launch on Eagle Pond, subject to conditions, no action required of WCC


NHACC – notice of annual meeting Nov 5, 2011.  Alerting WCC to two proposed articles at the meeting, and that as a member, WCC is allowed a single vote on each article.  Discussion about articles.  Motioned and passed by voice vote to cast an affirmative vote for the first article at the NHACC meeting.  Motioned and passed by voice vote to cast an affirmative vote for the second article at the NHACC meeting.
