New Business 

Expedited Wetland Permit application – presented by Doug Sweet of Bristol Sweet Associates for driveway culvert to enter Vallee property (M4 L17) on Route 4A, Paul Vallee in attendence.  Purpose of permit to allow access to building site on property, creating a new permanent driveway.  WCC voted unanimously to authorize the chairman to sign the expedited permit application.

Colby-Sawyer students – class project to recommend conservation ideas for three local towns.


WCC input to WPB re: driveway/building setbacks.  WCC contacted by R.Dubreuil (Wilmot Code Enforcement Officer) pertaining to wetland setback discussion.  No wetland setbacks at present for Wilmot.  Pros/cons to having additional setbacks (for wetlands).
