letter from Tom and Judy Hauck voicing concern about activities at the Elkins Fish and Game Club property on Pine Hill Road


NHDES requests for pre-proposals of DES watershed grants – Sept. 3 application deadline


NHDES Wetlands Bureau – minimum expedited application for Piper Pond Camp LLC to install (2) 6’ x 30’ seasonal floating docks.  Requires WCC signature to expedite.  Received at Town Offices 7-22-10.  Not signed by WCC (not notified of arrival of application).


NHTOA membership renewal notice.  WCC not renewing.

New Business

Informational meeting/presentation by some board members of the Elkins Fish and Game Club about recent projects and proposed upgrades to gun range on Pine Hill Road, presented by Mike Elchis.  EF & GC is not moving the location of the gun range, and isn’t changing the structures.  Backdrop berm is not being removed or moved.  A security fence will be added at entrance to help reduce trespass incidents.  Driveway will also be repaired/graded.

Future plans may include adding material to the top of the berm to serve as a higher “backstop”.

Reports:


Selectboard – brief report by Nick Brodich,  with regard to Valle building permit along Route 4A  It appears the project will be resubmitted, and that Habitat For Humanity may be involved with the project.


Planning board – brief report by B.Faughnan, MacKenna subdivision is being altered from its initial presentation.

Old Business:


Discussion about WCC alternate Ray Ilg’s status/interest in the WCC, hasn’t attended a WCC meeting in over a year.


Valle building permit; WCC letter to selectmen, Valle’s will resubmit application with altered plan.

New Business


WCC site visit to Murphy property along Village Road.  Response by WCC to inquiry from the Murphy’s about material being dumped there from the Baptist Church excavation, and whether it should stop if action could potentially impact wetland.  Site visit by B.Faughnan and G.Lizotte.  WCC actions/recommendations:


1) If more fill is to be added, the Murphy’s should hire a wetlands scientist to determine the status of the potential fill site.


2) Wilmot does not have a 50’ setback rule for small streams.


3) No fill appears to be in wetlands at this time


4) Fill site needs to be stabilized to prevent movement into potential wetland area.


5) WCC does not have authority to halt the action, but were attending at the request of the landowner to offer recommendations/advice.

No other business brought before the WCC.
