Minutes of Meeting of December 9, 2010

The Wilmot Conservation Commission met at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Office Building on Thurs., December 9, with Chairman Brian Faughnan, Vice-Chairman Geoff Lizotte, and Secretary Tim Wallace present.  Absent:  Linda Schmidt, Selectmen’s representative Nick Brodich, and alternate Doug MacDonald

Minutes from 11-11-2010 meeting approved unanimously as submitted.

Correspondence received:


J.Morse Revocable Trust, fire pond project on Patterson Road – NHDES file #2010-02759, letter to NHDES responding to questions from DES about the application/project.  Sheet 3 revised, Sheet 5 new.  Submitted by P.Schauer, CWS #048/CSS #039.


NHDES notification to Wilmot – Gravel Pit Reclamation, file #101124-139, for M34 L2, Clarke lot, DES has accepted the application as it applies to 334,781 sq ft (11-24-2010).


Minimum Impact Expedited Application, for Brown property (Patterson Road), for dredging “man-made” pond to improve wildlife habitat/suitability.  Received by Town 11-17-2010.  Already signed by the Town Clerk (11-17-2010) prior to submission to the WCC.  Supposed to be signed by WCC prior to signing by Town Clerk in order to allow DES to expedite the application.

New Business 

Expedited Wetland Permit application – for Brown property, discussion about procedure for notification to the WCC by the Town upon receipt of Expedited Application.  WCC voted to sign the application, with the addition of a statement on the application of “The WCC became aware of this application on 12-9-2010.”  The WCC is supposed to sign the Minimum Impact Expedited Application before the Town Clerk signs.


Wetlands setbacks discussion – Geoff presented several examples of regulation from surrounding towns.  WCC not pursuing a formal presentation to the WPB or the Selectmen at this time.  Internal exercise only.

Reports:


Planning board – brief report by B.Faughnan, from the 12-6-2010 meeting – proposed zoning/planning changes discussed, and rationale for them.  Discussion about Kimpton Brook and the mill sites along it.  Zoning changes voted for/against at Town Meeting.  MacKenna 3-lot subd. also discussed at WPB meeting.  As proposed, only 2 new “houses” would be installed – existing house/structures exist on one of the three proposed lots.
