Wilmot Conservation Commission

Minutes of Meeting of June 9, 2011

The Wilmot Conservation Commission met at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Office Building on Thurs., June 9, with Chairman Geoff Lizotte, Brian Faughnan, Selectman Nick Brodich, alternate Doug MacDonald and Secretary Tim Wallace present.  Absent: Vice-Chairman Linda Schmidt.  Also in attendence Patrice Martin, as potential new alternate member of the WCC.

Minutes from 5-12-2011 meeting approved unanimously as submitted.

NHDES Amended Forestry Notification, File #2011-00240, for NFTI LTD Partnership, Map 8 Lot 2


NHDES Wetlands Bureau, Permit by Notification, for Eagle Pond LLC, Map 8 Lot 31, submitted by Blakeman Engineering for “bank of surface water body” work, to replace existing stone retaining wall with similar.  Approximately 49 linear feet/less than 500 square feet impacted.  (action requested of WCC – see below in New Business)


3 copies of Intent to Cut forms filed with Wilmot Selectmen’s office (no action needed by WCC)

New Business:


Eagle Pond LLC, request to review and sign wetland permit by notification, presented by P. Blakeman of Blakeman Engineering, for replacement of existing masonry/stone wall along shore of Eagle Pond.  Notification contains photos, drawings, etc of existing conditions and proposed work.  Eagle Pond LLC would like to get the project completed soon.  After brief disucssion, WCC voted 5-0 to sign the notification.


G. Lizotte presented reworked section of the WCC bylaws concerning NHDES Wetlands Application Procedures.  The rationale for altering this section is to simplify/clarify the WCC’s responsibility in line with the process of reviewing NHDES Wetlands Applications received by the WCC, rather than the specifics as presently outlined in the WCC bylaws.  After discussion, and alterations/corrections, the WCC voted 5-0 to amend the WCC bylaws, replacing paragraph 19. NHDES Wetlands Application Procedures with the following:

Amendment to the By-laws of the Wilmot Conservation Commission

Adopted June 9, 2011

19. NHDES Wetlands Application Procedures

Purpose: To assist and expedite the process by which Wilmot landowners and developers obtain permits from the

NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to work in wetlands in keeping with the State’s responsibility

to maintain and enhance the environmental quality in New Hampshire through the powers set forth in RSA 482-A.

I. Notification

If information is received (via the Planning Board, or Board of Selectmen) that a project with wetlands impact is

being considered, the prospective applicant is encouraged to present an outline of the project in advance of

submitting an application to the Wilmot Conservation Commission (WCC). Otherwise:


 A. Town Clerk will place a copy of an application in a pre-determined WCC “in” box and


 
 immediately notify a member of the WCC of the application’s receipt.


 B. WCC Chair (or next senior officer) will determine the appropriate time to address the application:


 
 1. If next meeting is within one week, it will be on the agenda at that meeting


 
 2. If next regular meeting of the WCC is more than a week after receipt of


 
 
 application, a special meeting will be called and properly noticed.


 C. If it is a Minimum Impact Expedited Wetland application then a signature is needed by the WCC prior


 
 to it being sent to NHDES as described in Section II below.


 D. For all other wetland applications, the WCC has 14 days from receipt of the application by the Town


 
 Clerk to notify the applicant and NHDES whether or not they will request extra time to


 
 intervene, in accordance with the NH Municipal Conservation Commissions Handbook. If the



WCC decides to intervene, it has 40 days to notify NHDES (and the applicant) of the results of 


 
their investigation. The WCC is encouraged to review the NHDES wetland application


 
requirements for guidance prior to examining forms and plans.

II. Types of Applications

A current list of the different types of wetland applications and Town responsibilities is summarized in the NHDES

Wetlands Application Processing Guidance for Municipal Clerks document found on their website. As of June 9,

2011, the WCC is only required to sign a Minimum Impacted Expedited wetland application.

A. Minimum Impact Expedited Wetland Application Procedure


 
 1. The WCC will examine the application at a meeting and if it believes the


 
     plans are accurate and has no objections to the work being performed, will


 
     authorize the signing of the application. By signing, the WCC waives its right to intervene.


 
     Withholding of the signature will require the applicant to submit a standard dredge and fill


 
     wetland application. A reason for not signing the application should be noted on the form.


 
 2. A decision on whether to sign the application will in part be based on the project criteria


 
     requirements found in section three of the Minimum Impact Expedited Wetland application.


 
 3. A site visit may be requested by the WCC to clarify the accuracy of the plans.


 
 4. The wetland application shall be returned by the WCC to the Town clerk on the next business


 
     day the Town office is open.
Old Business:

G. Lizotte will attempt to contact WPB’s B.Hayes Re: including the Wilmot Conservation Plan into the Wilmot Master Plan.


NHACC annual dues - G. Lizotte received confirmation from C.Weatherbee that NHACC dues for 2011 were paid in January 2011.

Upcoming Easement Workshop – decision to send workshop announcement directly to approximately 150 Wilmot landowners [+25 acres] – B. Faughnan will print the letters.  Letters will be sent at the end of June 2011.  WCC will host the event, and will introduce the participants/guest speakers.  WCC will also submit an announcement in the Kearsarge Shopper [3.75”x3.75”] to run the week prior to the event.  Deadline is noon the 29th of June 2011.  G Lizotte will contact N. Schlosser about publicizing the event in her column in the Concord Monitor, and either L. Heim or A. Davis about publicizing the event in their column in the Intertown Record.

Next regular WCC meeting for Thursday, August 11, 2011.  No regular July 2011 meeting; instead, the WCC is hosting an Easement Workshop at the Town Hall 7:00-9:00 pm.

No other business brought before the WCC.
